We are excited to announce that the production will be staged in the College Hall from 11–16 May 2026, featuring three 

performances and a special community performance. Over the summer break and Term 1 holidays, the College Hall will undergo 

significant sound and lighting upgrades to enhance the production experience. 

This year’s musical will feature two casts of six principal performers (12 leads in total), supported by a dynamic ensemble of 

dancers and singers. 

We welcome all students to audition. Being part of a production is a significant commitment, and by auditioning you agree to 

bring 110% to every stage of the process. Our goal is to create a supportive, collaborative, and close-knit ensemble throughout 

the journey. 

We are thrilled to welcome back Brooke McEvoy as Choreographer and Melanie Hillman as Director and Vocal Coach. 

SHOW SYNOPSIS   

Divorced, beheaded, died, divorced, beheaded, survived. From Tudor Queens to Pop Icons, the SIX wives of Henry VIII take the 

mic to remix five hundred years of historical heartbreak into a euphoric celebration of 21st-century girl power. This original 

musical has become a global phenomenon that audiences everywhere are losing their heads over. 

The New York Times calls SIX “pure entertainment,” while the Evening Standard describes it as “the most uplifting new British 

musical I have ever had the privilege to watch.” 

At its core, SIX is a celebration of individuality, talent, and empowerment for the women and non-binary people who take the 

stage.

There are six principal roles in SIX: The Musical, each representing one of King Henry VIII’s wives. 

All roles require strong pop/contemporary vocals, confident stage presence, and the ability to move well.

CATHERINE OF ARAGON – The first wife of Henry VIII — bold, confident, and unapologetically glamorous. She radiates power 

and attitude, standing strong after being cast aside. 

Vocal Range: Ab3-Eb5 (belt/mix) 

Style: Beyoncé / Jennifer Lopez / Shakira 

Key Song: No Way 

Audition Tip: Bring energy, sass, and authority. Command the stage from your first note. 

ANNE BOLEYN – The second wife — cheeky, playful, and rebellious. She’s witty, impulsive, and a little chaotic, often using 

humour to cover vulnerability. 

Style: Lily Allen / Avril Lavigne / Kate Nash / Katy Perry and Miley Cyrus 

Vocal Range: C4-E5 

Key Song: Don’t Lose Ur Head 

Audition Tip: Show sharp comic timing and mischievous charm.

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JANE SEYMOUR – The third wife — sincere, grounded, and deeply emotional. She loved Henry truly and heartbreakingly. 

Vocal Range: A3-D5 (strong belt, emotional ballad)​
Style: Adele / Jessie J / Emeli Sandé / Sia.​
Key Song: Heart of Stone​
Audition Tip: Focus on emotional honesty and vocal control — simple, powerful delivery. 

ANNA OF CLEVES – The fourth wife — confident, self-assured, and fabulously independent. She’s living her best life and knows 

her worth. 

Vocal Range:  Range: G3-B4 (belt/rap)​
Style: Nicki Minaj / Rihanna / Charli XCX​
Key Song: Get Down​
Audition Tip: Show charisma, swagger, and stage command — own your space! 

KATHERINE HOWARD – The fifth wife — super smart with a wicked sense of humor. Remembered as “the promiscuous one” – 

but she is SO much more than that.  

Vocal Range: A3–D5 (high belt)​
Style: Ariana Grande / Britney Spears​
Key Song: All You Wanna Do​
Audition Tip: Combine pop star energy with vulnerability — tell her story, not just the song. 

CATHERINE PARR –  The sixth wife — intelligent, composed, and compassionate. A natural leader who helps the others reclaim 

their stories. 

Vocal Range: A3–E5 (belt/mix)​
Style: Alicia Keys / Emeli Sandé / Jorja Smith​
Key Song: I Don’t Need Your Love​
Audition Tip: Bring maturity and warmth — a strong storyteller with emotional depth. 

AUDITION INFORMATION 

Lead Auditions: Year 7-12 welcome to audition ​
This year, we are introducing self-tapes. This reflects current industry practice, where actors submit video auditions as their first 

round. It also allows students to prepare in their own time and reduces the pressure of an in-person first audition. 

Please note we will not be seeing anyone in person for their first audition. All auditions for leads only must be a self-tape.  

Students auditioning for a Lead role must submit a self-tape by 5:00pm on Thursday 5 February 2025 via Google Forms.​
​
Successful students will be invited to attend callbacks. Callback material will be sent via email to successful students. ​
​
If you are unsuccessful in a lead callback, you will be required to attend the Ensemble Audition.​
​
Please note: Not all students will receive a callback. 

Ensemble Auditions:​
Students auditioning for Ensemble only are required to attend one in-person audition on Wednesday 11 February 2026, at 

either: 

●​ 3:30pm–4:30pm, or​
 

●​ 4:30pm–5:30pm 

During the Ensemble audition, you will sing “Ex-Wives” in groups and participate in learning choreography. Please be familiar 

with the song and wear appropriate clothing to move in.

SELF TAPE INFORMATION - LEADS ONLY 

Please aim to sing in a neutral speaking accent rather than an American or British accent. A vocal guide track has been provided 

to demonstrate this. Follow the lyrics in the sheet music and vocal guide, as they may differ from the original recordings. Sing 

and move as you would when jamming out in your bedroom — we want to see you perform like a pop star at a concert. 

If you are not a confident singer, focus on telling the story rather than copying the riffs or vocal gymnastics from the professional 

recordings. 

You are required to sing two songs using the provided backing tracks (do not sing with any vocal tracks): 

1.​ Ex-Wives – Audition Backing Track​
 

2.​ One of the following: Get Down, All You Wanna Do, or Heart of Stone 

Self-Tape Tips 

●​ Introduce yourself: name, 2026 year level, lead roles you're interested in, and whether you prefer dance or vocal 

ensemble. 

●​ Film on your phone in landscape format with good lighting so your face and upper body are clearly visible (no closer 

than waist up for vocals). 

●​ Record your video “as live” with no editing or post-production. 

●​ Make sure your backing track and vocals are balanced in volume. 

●​ Show expression, personality, and enjoyment — this show thrives on charisma. 

●​ Focus your gaze just behind the camera or ask someone to assist by being your eyeline. 

●​ Where possible, film in front of a clear background. 

●​ Memorising the songs is encouraged so you can be playful, but holding lyrics is absolutely fine — just avoid hiding 

behind the page.

Not all cast members will be needed at every rehearsal. We strive to minimise downtime, so you will only be called when your 

scenes or songs are being rehearsed.

OTHER FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

Do I need to complete the audition form? Yes. All students auditioning for any role (lead or ensemble) must complete the online 
audition form by 5pm, Thursday 5 February 2026. You can complete the form here: https://forms.gle/eD21LAooA5RiUQss8  
 
Who do I contact if I have questions? Please contact Producer, Mr Jai Cameron at production@clc.vic.edu.au. Before emailing, 
ensure you have read the full Audition Pack, as many questions are answered there. 
 
Who can audition? All CLC students in Years 7–12 are welcome to audition for leads, ensemble, and dance troupe. 
All roles are open regardless of gender, ethnicity, or background. 
 
What roles are available? 
12 Lead roles (two full casts of six Queens) 
Backing Royals (acting-focused Greek chorus) 
The Royal Motion (Advanced Dance Troupe) 
The Queens’ Court (ensemble singers/dancers) 
 
Crew roles will be offered separately in February 2026. 
 
Do I need a self-tape? Only students auditioning for a Lead role must submit a self-tape as their first audition. No in-person first 
auditions will be held for leads. 
 
What is the deadline for self-tapes? Self-tapes must be submitted by 5pm on Thursday 5 February 2026. 
 
Why are we using self-tapes this year? 
Self-tapes reflect standard industry practice and allow students to prepare in their own time, reducing nerves and pressure. 
 
Guidelines on filming, lighting, performance style, and memorisation are included in the pack.

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What do I need to include in my self-tape? 
Lead auditionees must submit: 

●​ Two songs using the provided backing tracks 
○​ Ex-Wives 
○​ ONE of: Get Down, All You Wanna Do, or Heart of Stone 

●​ A short introduction (name, 2026 year level, roles of interest, dance/vocal ensemble preference) 
 
Will everyone be called back for a lead? No. Only selected students will be invited to callbacks. If you audition for a lead and do 
not get a callback, you must attend the Ensemble Audition. Mr Jai Cameron will notify you either way via email.  
 
Do ensemble auditionees need a self-tape? 
No. Ensemble-only students attend one in-person audition on Wednesday 11 February 2026 at either: 
3:30pm–4:30pm 
4:30pm–5:30pm 
You will sing “Ex-Wives” in groups and learn choreography.​
​
What do I wear to the ensemble audition? Wear comfortable clothing and footwear suitable for movement and dance. 
 
Do I need to know the song off by heart for the ensemble audition? No. We recommend that you learn it or at least be familiar 
with it, but we will go over the song together during the audition. 
​
When are the callback dates? 
Wednesday 4 February 2026 – Lead Callbacks 
Monday 9 February 2026 – Lead Callbacks 
Wednesday 11 February 2026 – Lead Dance Call + Final Callbacks​
​
When will the cast be announced? 
The cast will be announced no later than Friday 13 February 2026.​
​
Is there a crew opportunity? 
Yes. Crew roles will be offered in February 2026. 
Selections will be based on demonstrated commitment, teamwork, and dedication. 
 
Do Year 12s get preference for lead roles? No. Roles are given to students that blow us away in the audition. So put your best 
foot forward and have a go. 
​
What do I need to prepare for my audition? Refer to the information above.  
 
Do I need to come to all rehearsals? Yes. You will find the rehearsal schedule in this Information Pack so you can start planning 
well in advance.  They may be times where you are not required, and you will be told this ahead of schedule.  
 
Why are we performing at CLC this year? The license for Six: Teen Edition requires us to perform onsite. We cannot perform at 
venues like PRACC or even a school with a professional theatre.  
 
Six: Teen Edition will be performed in the CLC College Hall from 11–16 May 2026, with three performances plus a special 
community performance. 
​
The hall will undergo sound and lighting upgrades during summer and early Term 1.​
 
What if I have clashes with the rehearsal schedule? Please email production@clc.vic.edu.au. All students will be required during 
Production Week for the entire week. If you cannot attend all of production week you will not be able to audition.  
 
Are we partnering with an all male school this year? No - Six: Teen Edition is an all female show.  
 
Will there be down time at rehearsals? There may be some part of the rehearsal where you will not be actively rehearsing.  This 
is a great opportunity to do your homework, study or refine choreography. 
 
Are Mobile Phones allowed at rehearsals? No. Production Rehearsals are a mobile free zone! We ask that phones are kept in 
your school bag. Any phones seen out of bags will be confiscated.  
 
Does everyone need to sing and dance? Yes. Six: Teen Edition  is a high energy musical. Whilst you do not need to be an 
advanced singer or dancer, you do need to be willing to give it a go, be confident on stage and have fun!

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What if I miss out on my dream role? All students who audition will be considered for the Ensemble. We also encourage anyone 
that misses out to become part of our fabulous behind the scenes crew. ​
 
Can I hang around after rehearsal? No. It is important for all students to be picked up promptly when rehearsal finishes.  
Students are asked to alert the Production Team and wait inside the Hall / McAllister Centre if their parents are going to be late. 
 
Can I order Uber Eats or leave campus during rehearsal? No.  Students are asked to bring food, snacks and refreshments to 
rehearsal.  Students will not be allowed to order UberEats and will not be permitted to leave the College grounds. 
 
What if I am struggling to juggle my schoolwork with production commitments? Of course, your schoolwork needs to be your 
first priority.  We ask you to think about how you will manage this when you are working out which role to go for.  If you are 
struggling at any point, please chat to the Production Team, Year Level Coordinator or home room teacher.  
 
What if I am going to be absent from a rehearsal? Please email Mr. Jai Cameron (production@clc.vic.edu.au) if you are going to 
be absent.  If you miss three rehearsals without notification, then your role in the production may be re-cast. 
 
Is there a cost to be involved in the Production? Yes. There is a compulsory $100 Production Fee for all CLC cast and crew. As 
part of this fee, you will receive: 

●​ a production top to wear to rehearsals and at the show a souvenir copy of the program 
●​ a souvenir keepsake 
●​ Digital files of all photos taken at dress rehearsal 
●​ a ticket to the cast and crew screening of the video
